Coach Brian Wheatley has completed

Coach Wheatley learned the game of
volleyball growing up on the beaches of
California. He played two years at San Jose
State Univ. (finished 9" in the country), one
year for the club team at Auburn, and four
years in the N.C.V.A. which is a two-man
grass tour that travels throughout California.

Brian’s coaching career started when he
was an undergraduate assistant at Auburn
University for the Women’s program. He is
currently the Head Volleyball Coach at
Venice High School in Venice, Florida. His
overall record in 30 years is 723 wins and
203 losses. His team has won 28 District
Championships (currently 22 in a row), 14
Regional Crowns, 13 Final Four
Appearances, State Runner-Up in 1997 and
2004. His team was also the 1998, 2005,
2012, and 2014, 2017, 2022 Class 8A State
Champs.

Coach Wheatley was voted into the
Florida High School Hall of Fame in 2018
and USAV FL Region Hall of Fame in
2019. 4x Florida Coach of the Year, 13x
Coach of the Year for the Sarasota Herald-
Tribune. He has also worked many college
camps such as Stanford U., Michigan St.
Univ., Univ. of Florida, Notre Dame, Univ.
of Tampa, and Auburn.

His wife, Lisa, is a Principal at
Lakeview Elem in Sarasota and they have a
23 year old daughter, Brooke, and a 21 year
old son, Luke.
